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Student Visa(D-2) Information

A. Student Visa(D-2)
1) General Certificate of Admission(ZZg/8/5{7}M) for Visa Application

- All students who would like to study in Korea should have a D-2 Visa. All admitted applicants can apply for a D-2 Visa

using the “Certificate of Admission" issued by Chung-Ang University Office of International Affairs after their admission
& Registration. Students should arrive to Korea before the new semester starts. The 2023 Fall Semester starts on
September 15 2023.
- Information about General Certificate of Admission application method will be announced later.
% To obtain the certificate of admission, students need to submit the supporting financial documents. Document must
be issued within 30 days prior to application day. The financial statement of funds will be accepted, only if it is under
applicant's or applicant's parents' name. In case of submitting parent’s financial statement, submission of family
relation certificate is obligatory. The statement of financial resources must confirm following.
- General applicants: 20,000 USD / 135,000 CNY / 23,000,000 KRW.
- CAYSS applicants: 1,000 USD / 6,500 CNY / 1,300,000 KRW.
- In case of funds held in Chinese banks, the frozen assets period must last until after September 30" 2023.
- If an applicant plans to change his/her status of residence in Korea, he/she needs to submit a financial statement from
a domestic (Korean) bank under the applicant's name.

- Additional information on the applicant's financial capability might be requested from the Immigration Office or Visa-
Issuing Center

- Depending on the interpretation of the Ministry of Justice, the financial statement might not be accepted

- In case of financial statements issued at Chinese banks (regional and small/medium-sized banks might not be accepted):
1. Statement issue date and deposit date must be the same
2. Statement expiration date and deposit expiration date (frozen assets end-date) must be the same
3. A financial statement certificate that allows withdrawals at all times will not be accepted

3) How to apply for Student VISA(D-2)

A) Domestic Students (Students in Korea)
(1) Student Visa Holders (D-2 or D-4): Students who already have a Student VISA(D-4 or D-2) both need to change
their study condition and Institute before the semester starts.
Even though you are a graduate of CAU undergraduate or master's degree, you should change your degree level.
